To help bring more jobs to the region, the Washington County Board of County 
Commissioners dedicated $500,000 in funding the JAC program in December. This 
program is designed to help jumpstart growth for businesses in four ways:

• Cash Incentives - $1,500 will be provided for each new permanent, full-
time job created. The money will be offered on a first-come, first served basis 
until the funding is exhausted or June 30, 2010.

• Permit Fee Reductions - Qualifying businesses will also receive significant 
reductions in Washington County permit fees. New or expansion project fees 
will be reduced by up to 75% for non-retail projects and 25% for retail 
projects. Reduced fees include building, electrical, HVAC and plumbing.

• Fast Track Permitting – Qualifying business can also qualify for the County’s 
Fast Track Construction Program.

• Extended Tax Payment – Qualifying businesses may request a three-
year payment program for the required excise tax.

Job Attraction and Creation (JAC) Program 
Offers $1,500 Per New Job Created



State of Maryland’s Job Recovery and Tax Credit

• With the Job Creation & Recovery Tax Credit, 
Maryland employers may be eligible for a $5,000 tax 
credit, which is given for each new hire of an 
unemployed worker through the end of the year. 

• Couple this program with Washington County's $1,500 
Cash Job Attraction and Creation Program, and an 
employer could receive up to $6,500 per new employee 
hired!



In December, as part of the American Recovery and Reinvestment Act (ARRA), 
Washington County received $14 million for Recovery Zone Facility Bonds (RZFB). 
The Maryland Department of Business and Economic Development (DBED) and the 
EDC are assisting with coordinating the program.  Businesses who utilize RZFBs will 
see the following benefits:

• Tax-Exempt Loans - RZFBs provide businesses with access to bank 
loans at reduced interest rates to help create and retain jobs.

• Longer Finance Terms – RZFBs may also enable banks to offer longer debt 
terms - up to 20 years.

• Open to Almost any Business – RZFBs are not limited to industrial 
firms, but open to qualified businesses including retail,commercial, office, 
and service providers.
